Please read this page and look out for yourself. Any coach who promises to “get you a college scholarship” should be taken with a very large grain of salt. Your coaches should help you, but YOU must do most of the work. if you wait for either the colleges to knock on your door, or for your coach to “get you a scholarship”, you may still be waiting while your teammates are on their way.

My Club Coach Will Get Me Recruited

While club coaches are wonderful mentors and can be a fantastic resource, do not rely on your club coach to do your requiting work for you. If your coach has time to assist you with the recruiting process and has demonstrated a commitment to help you find a school that meets your needs, consider yourself lucky. Sometimes, clubs will have a recruiting coordinator on staff who will meet with players about their collegiate goals and steer them in the right direction, but you still need to put their advice into action. 
 

Generally speaking, it is really hard for club coaches to dedicate a lot of time to each players personal recruiting process when they are trying to run a club program. Club directors have to come up with practice schedules, manage their coaching staff, work out tournament logistics, manage finances, and COACH on top of it! Also, it’s likely that your club coach has another full time job and they coach during their free time because they love the sport and want to give back (it’s definitely not for the money!). Finally, many coaches who sincerely want to help are restricted in their efforts simply because they don’t have very many college contacts. 
 

In reality, a club coach’s responsibility is to coach you and prepare you to compete at the next level, not be your recruiting agent. The bottom line is nobody has your best interest in mind more than you and your parents. Don’t sit back and wait for someone to help you because it may not happen. It’s like they always say “If you want something done, you have to do it yourself”!
